
Whitesboro Parks 
 

Godwin Park - 300 Wilson St 
Located at North and Wilson Streets, this park is the home of the 
Whitesboro Community Playground. This park offers playground equip-
ment, sand volleyball court, 1/2 mile walking trail, restroom facilities, 
picnic areas, BBQ areas and a pavilion.  The pavilion may be reserved 
through the PARD Office for picnics, family gatherings and Birthday 
parties at no charge. 
 

Center Street Park - 600 Center St  
Located at the north end of Center Street.  This park has a playground, 
picnic areas, two youth baseball fields and a basketball court. 
 

Whitecotton Park - 300 Meadowcreek Dr
